Sample Sweepstakes Eligibility Rules

· 4.  To Enter Online.  Persons who have previously subscribed to receiving MD Non Profits online newsletter will be sent an email.  The email will include a link and an invitation to request a test drive.  All online entries must be received during the Promotion Period. The potential winner may be required to show proof of being the authorized entrant.
· 5.  Selection of Potential Winner. Sponsor will randomly select one (1) card from among all the entrants, and Sponsor will then select one (1) potential Grand Prize Winner from among all eligible entries received through the selected Creative Presentation on or about February 23, 2009.  Entrant selected must comply with all terms and conditions of these Official Rules and winning are contingent upon fulfilling all requirements.  The potential winner will be notified by mail and/or email within ten (10) days of the drawing
